A century later, in 2027, it will be a true heaven of Ts when we 
come together to celebrate the enduring legacy of this remarkable car, with every Model T 
being 100+ years old. 

The rally logo incorporating this slogan will appear on all our official rally documentation. It 
incorporates the century old and first bridge across the Murray River and features the 1927 T 
Coupe owned by the inaugural Life Member of the Model T Ford Club of Australia Inc., who 
coincidently lived in Murray Bridge in his later years. 

Whether you’re a long-time rally participant or considering attending for the first time, we 
look forward to welcoming you, your family, and your Model T to Murray Bridge in October 
2027. Together, we will celebrate the legacy of Henry Ford, who put the world on wheels, and 
enjoy the camaraderie that makes these rallies so memorable.
